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DETERMININING RING SIZE

In order to print the ring sizer accurately, be sure that your printer is set to 100%, with
page scaling set to none. You can verify that the sizer printed correctly by measuring
it with a ruler; Point A to point B should measure 3 1/2 inches long.

Once you have printed the sizer, follow these directions to find your ring size:

   1. Cut out the ring sizer as well as the small slit at point “A”.
   2. With the numbers facing out, wrap the sizer around the finger
       where the ring will be worn.
   3. Slide the pointed end of the sizer through the slit.
   4. Move the sizer to the largest part of the finger, this may be the knuckle.
   5. Pull tightly. The sizer must fit snugly to produce an accurate size.
   6. The number that lines up with Slot “A” represents your ring size. If the 
       measurement lands between two numbers your size is a half size.
       Example: Between 5 and 6/ size: 5.5
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
